OFFICIAL INFORMATION ACT REQUEST 2022/29

Thank you for your Official Information Act (the Act) request, received 2 August 2022, which
requested:

1. How many cases have you forwarded to the New Zealand Police for investigation where you suspect
there are breaches of the Electoral Act 19937 Could you please provide numbers for each of the past 5
years if possible.

2. With reference to the recently decided New Zealand First Foundation case, do you intend to take any
further action against individuals (i.e., witnesses in the case) who admitted to donation splitting?

The Electoral Commission has made the following referrals to the New Zealand Police for
investigation of apparent breaches of the Electoral Act 1993 and Electoral Regulations 1996 between
2017 and 2022. For completeness, the table also includes referrals the Commission has made for
apparent breaches of the Broadcasting Act 1989 and the Referendum Frameworks Act 2019:
